New Ballot Items


From the Materials TAG as presented by Denis Glascock

Submitted by Arkansas

Enhancement:  On the Diary screen, a day of the week field should be added next to the date field. The day of the week should compute automatically from the date entered.

Benefits:  Since time charges and other items are affected by which day of the week they occur on, addition of this field would keep users from having to check a calendar for the day of the week.

Enhancement:  Add review indicator box to the diary/DWR authorization screen.  A reviewer of a DWR would check the box after reviewing the DWR and a field would then populate with the reviewer’s user ID.  This will require appropriate security to verify that user is authorized to perform DWR review for the contract.

Benefit:  Reviewing every DWR extensively requires a great deal of effort from the Resident Engineer (Project Manager.)  This enhancement would provide an indication to the Project Manager that the DWR had been thoroughly reviewed by another individual and is ready for authorization.  This could be a system operational parameter.

3639 General System Enhancements: Add a new interface between SiteManager and FieldManager. 

The TAG does not support this interface as written because of cost and the large number of TMRs outstanding for SiteManager.  Recommend looking at the possibility of modularizing it.

Module – General

Title – Assigning multiple subcontractors to an item

Description – Often several subcontractors (DBEs) are selected by the contractor to complete parts of a single bid item. 

Two scenarios exist:

1. Part of the Quantity -Each contractor is responsible for the complete item of work, but is only performing part of the total quantity of items bid (e.g. one contractor is completing work on one end of the project and a different contractor is performing work on the other end of the project)

2. Part of the Item - A contractor is performing partial work on the whole quantity (e.g. one contractor is installing the materials for the item while another contractor is doing the finish work to make the installation acceptable)

Add calculation profiles to BAMS/DSS 6

In BAMS/DSS 6, the calculation programs are selected via installation options rather than specifying a BAMS/DSS6 profile.  Some Imports require special calculation programs to be executed.  These are different from the standard calculation programs performed for the LAS imports.  Utilizing profiles would allow these to be specified ahead of time and automatically included with the import run.  This would eliminate the need for a system manager to have to modify the installation options before each run.

NBI 2001 4787 – Scope: Small

Add a runtime option to select calculation programs to BAMS/DSS 6

In BAMS/DSS 6, the calculation programs are selected via installation options rather than specifying a BAMS/DSS6 profile.  Some Imports require special calculation programs to be executed.  These are different from the standard calculation programs performed for the LAS imports.  Adding a runtime option would allow the data manager to specify a specific set of calculation programs.  This would eliminate the need for a system manager to have to modify the installation options before each run.

Proposed by Florida

Name:  Custom Function Facility for Intranet

Scope:  Medium

Description:

Certify the Trns(port Intranet facility for Sybase Adaptive Server, DB2-UDB, and MySQL.

Provide the capability for an Agency to define new custom functions for Trns(port Intranet and for authorized users to access and use these functions.

The custom functions can consist of one or more static or dynamically generated web pages.  Integrate the functions into the Intranet security model.  Enable generation of pages with a function using RTF, Perl or a program executable from a command line.  Provide a standard mechanism for passing context information to the executable program.  Integrate access to the function’s source files (e.g. RTF templates) into the custom function management facility.

Change the Trns(port Intranet “home” page from a static page to a dynamically generated page that includes both the base Intranet functions and the Agency’s custom functions.  Authorized users will execute the base and custom functions by selecting them from the home page.
